Website statistics (annual analysis)
Device and Usage
The website stats from 15 October 2018 to current date (7th June 2019), over the period of 1 year demonstrates a slight decrease, with 11,248, sessions. Equally the stats for 21,983 different page views is also a slight decrease in activity. The average time spent on page views is 1.32 seconds, with 55 returning users and 8,691new users. There are currently 8,746 unique users. The ‘best ever’ dates for views are in May 2019. 
Usage is predominantly by desktop as the illustration shows:
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Location
Currently aligned with previous reports the majority of all users do so from the UK, with 899 new users from the USA. The top 10 countries accessing the website are UK, USA, Ireland, Canada, Australia, Germany, China, Japan, United Emirates and India. Interestingly, new users and returning users accessing from Yemen, Russia and Croatia. The site is viewed from 96 different countries around the world.

Content engagement
There has been an overall increase in accessing reflections papers, with slight increases for other pages (Conferences and Reports namely). The table highlights top posts for the year. 
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Referrals and Return Visits
Referrals from Twitter and Facebook have increased overall this year by approx. 20%. There is a definite increase in referrals from HEIs, which is a pleasing trend.
